Ttle most objectionable part of his
letter 1s his hearsay quote of my rgrin
and bear 1tr strategy towards smoklng.
I must state categorically that I have
never advocated such an approach and do
not appreclate my attitudes being mis-
represented in such a mannerl I am a
rigorous opponent of smoklng while
playLng chess, or any other such act
whlch glves one party an unfair advan-
tage over the other.

I might also add that the Cancer
Soci-ety nlght be amused to hear its
anti-smoklng signs ca1led rpsychedellcl
(perhaps Mr Dowden is not aware of the
exact meaning of the word). In any case,
tr uill certainly contlnue to dlsplay
non-smokLng signs at the board if I so
wish, just as insensltive smokers con-
tlnue to puff away as they so wish.

Fina11y, durlng ny term as Editor of
New ZeaTand Chess I was qulte happy to
promote discussion (I thtnk I used the
word rcontroversyt) through the maga-
zine, but only ln the area of criticlsm
of pollcies or opinions. Mr Dowdents
l-etter, which must be close to libel-
Ious, is nore in the nature of a perso-
nal attack, parti.cularly in his parting
shot 1n which he insinuates that non-
snoklng opponents like nyself do not
play the game ln a gentlemanly or
sportlng manner. As such I do not be-
1leve the Edltor should have accepted
his letter for publlcatlon.
