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One drawback of the Zonal split is that Aus-
tralia and New Zealand, are faced with organising
a zonal tournament each year and we will have to
be prepared to do it every second or ttrird year.
Funding is probably harder to find in New
Zealatd than in Australia but then the main
prizes in these tournaments are IM titJes and the
one place in the World Championship where
defeat in the first round is still quite lucrative. So
we did not need a big prize fund for this year's
event. lndeed, it was run on a shoostring budget
with the Auckland Chess Centre offering the use
of its rooms for a very modest rental and two of
the three free place holders from overseas being
billetted. Entry was not cheap for the other play-
ers - $400 regardless ofrating or title
Most of the credit for the organisation belongs

to Michael Freeman who, with his twin hats as

NZCF Councillor and "FIDE dignitary", was
ideally placed. In consultation with Zone presi-
dent Graham Gardiner (Australia) the Council
decided on a nine-round Swiss with a (FIDE)
rating limit of 2100. In facr one player. Ihja Ilic
of Ausfralia, was admitted with a rating of 2096;
after his performance in Auckland, however, he
will need to do some remedial work on his rating
to gain enfiy in the future!
With anine round Swiss it looked as though we

might have enoflylous pairing problems due to
the Qack of) size of the field. Early in the plan-
ning stage we were fairly confident of a strong
Australian presence but gradually it became
clear that this would not be the case.

There were four free places, two from Australia
and one each from Fiji and New Zealand. Alex
Wohl rvas one of the two original Ausfralian
selections but the ACF had a major problem
finding the second, eventually settling on 13-
yem old Zhao Zotg Yuan who had already en-
tered as a fee ($400) paying competitor. Fortu-
nately there was a good entry from New
Znaland's top players with practically everyone
with a realistic chance of gaining an IM title in
the field and we finished up with 14 players,
rather borderline for nine rounds but at least
feasible.

Ohituary

Zoltan Shardy was undoubtedly one of the
more colourful characters on the Wellington
chess scene. He was a man whose firll story was
not well known by most chessplayers. A Hun-
garian Jew,his entire immediate family - brother,
sister and parents - were killed by the Nazis. He
survived by being fit enough to work in a Ger-
man labour corps. He made his way to New
Zealard, in 1960, but having trouble furding
suitable emplol,rnent spent periods working in
Canada and ths U.S. before returning to
Wellington. Once back he invested in property
and became a successfiil and wealthy property
owner.
Zoltan found it hard to heal the wounds caused

by the loss of his family and this seemed to
manifest itself in his willingness to defend him-
self t}rough the courts whenever he believed his
rights were being threatened, He was well known
in Wellington legal circles fortaking court action
against Various individuals as well as the Inland
Revenue DeparEnent, Wellington City Council
and the Wellington Hospital Board. Zoltan had a
very,sharp mind, a fact not readily apparent
when trying to understand him through his
painftlly thick Hungarian accent. He had rained

as an economist and he represented himself in
court, gaining a nruaber of victories.
His last and most famous court appearance

occtrred last September when he became the
first individual to prepare a case and represent
himself before the Prily Council in London. This
was the climax of an ongoing property case

battle Zoltan had been doggedly pursuing
through the courts. He was undetened despite
losing every step of the way, including at the
Priry Council.
In recent years Zoltan began making trips back

to Hungary where he tried (unsuccessfully) to
sue the Hungarian govemment for the loss of his
parent's properties. This year he visited Bu-
dapest solely to have a new set ofteelh installed.
Zoltan's main recreational passion was chess.

The impression he gave of never quite compre-
hending what was happening when Toumament
Directors were giving instructions, led many to
underestimate his skills over the board. Regu-
larly I would hear players complaining that by
some injustice they had been beaten by Zoltu.
He played for the Civic Club for many years and
was a life member of the club.

The Annual Doeberl Cup in Canbena in April
was won by IM AIex Wohl (he defeated Ian
Rogers in round 6) half a point clear of GM
Darryl Johansen and Mark Chapman.

Despite hav-
ing only a few minutes left on his chess clock to
finish the game, Beaumont left his seat and
moved towards Gaft. A violent brawl ensued,

spilling ovsr from the playing room to the corri-
dor, with Gaft being repeatedly
punched and Beaumont thrown onto a glass
door

The fight was broken up after a few minutes by
ottrer players, whereupon Beaumont retumed to
his game.

"Beaumont was sorely provoked," admitted
chief arbiter Sharur Press, "but retaliation is no
excuse." "We have had people thrown out of the
toumament before but never for fighting" said

Despite having only 20 seconds ieft upon his
retum to his game from the fight, Beaumont
succeeded in achieving a draw. However the
organisers of the toumament immediately de-
cidod to expel both players from the toumament.

Press said that he expected Gaft to be banned
from tournament play in Australia for a consid-
erable period.
